Comments

The Committee puts forward the draft proposed classes and timeframes for consideration by the Minister.  These build upon current requirements to meet individual accommodation requests which are mandatory.  The proposed classes and timeframes should serve as indicators of the Committee’s priorities and the sense of urgency attached to them when planning information and communications in the future.
With the expectation that all of the standards will be harmonized, and given that the level of resources (financial and compliance assistance resources) is not known at this time, some organizations (e.g., business, municipalities, hospitals) are unable to determine whether they can meet the timeframes exactly as indicated.  

The hierarchy of priorities and the need for action must be given serious consideration.
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
